
WEATHER FORECAST FOR 02"!r Mav 2019
(lssued at 05.30 a.m. on 02"d May 2019)

The Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm 'FANf' (pronounced as FONI) over West-central Bay of Bengal to
the Northeast of Sri Lanka, was located near latitude 15.2N, Longitude 84,18 at I1.30 p.m, of 0l.t May
2019, about 750 km northeast of Jaffna. It is tikely to move north-northeastwards while moving away
from the island towards the Odisha coast of India.

Cloudy skics, Strong lvinds and showery conditions are expected to continue over the island and
surrounding sea areas.

Strong winds up to 60 kmph can be expected over the island, particularly in Central hilly areas, Northem, North
central, Uva and Southern provinces and in Puttalam. Trincomalee and Batticaloa districts.

Showers or thundershowers will occur at times over Sabaragamuwa, Central, Southern, Westgrn, Uva and
North-western provinces and in Mannar district. Heavy falls about 100 nrm can be expected at some places in
tne abov9 areas.
Showers or thundershowers will occur at several places clsewhere.

General public, Naval and fishing communities are requested to be attentive about future advisories
issued by the Department of Meteorology in this regards.
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WEATHER FORECAST FOR SEA AREAS AROUND THE ISLAND DURTNG
NEXT 24 HOURS (lssued at 05.30 a.m. on 02nd May 2019)

2019, about 750 km northeast of Jaffna. It is Iikely to movc north-northeastwards while moving away
lrom the island towards the Odisha coast of India.

Showers or thundershowers will occur at times in sea areas around the island and heavv showers are likely at

sonre places.

Winds will be South-westerly and speed will be 35-45 kmph and it can increase up to 60 kmph at times over the

sea areas around the island

Wind speed will be 70-80 kmph over the deep sea areas from Mannar to Hambantota via Kankasanturai and

Batlicaloa. Seas can be very rough to high at times in the sea area from Mannar to Trincomalee via
I(ankasanturai as the wind speed can increase up to 100 krllph at times.

Wind speed can increase up to 150- I 60 kmph, gusting up to 200 kmph in the sea ar€as within 300km from the
cenler of lhe abo\e s)stem.

Thc fishermen are advised not to venture into sea areas to the North, East, Northeast, Southeast and
Northwest of Sl.i l.,anka. until further notice.

Naval and fishing communities are requested to be attentive about future advisories issued by the
Depaftment of Mcteoiology in this regard.
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
