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WEATHER FORECAST FOR SEA AREAS AROUND THE ISLAND DURING
NEXT 24 HOURS (Issued at 1200 noon on 13" March 2019)

Due to the active cloudiness in the sea areas off the coast extending from Ambalangoda to Pottuvil via
Hambanthota, the possibility for heavy showers/thundershowers and sudden roughness, associated with sudden
increase of wind speed (up to 70-80 kmph) in above sea area is high.

Navel and fishing communities are also requested to be vigilant in this regards.

Showers or thundershowers may oceur in the sea area off the coast extending from Negombo to Ambalangoda
via Colombo in the evening or night.

Winds will be North-easterly or variable in direction and wind speed will be 15-30 kmph in the sea areas around
the island.

Wind speed can be increased up to 40 kmph at times in the sea area off the coast extending from Puttalam to
Kankasanturai via Mannar.

Temporarily strong gusty winds and rough seas can be expected during thundershowers.
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
