12.6N, 91.2E and is like to develop further into a depression during next 06hrs. Heavy
showers/thundershowers, strong winds and rough seas can be expected in the above sea areas. Naval
and fishing communities are requested to be vigilant in this regards.

Showers or thundershowers will occur at several places in the sea areas extending from Colombo to
Trincomalee via Hambantota and Batticaloa.
Winds will be Westerly to South-westerly in the sea area extending from Galle to Pottuvil via Hambantota

and speed will be (30-40) kmph. Winds will be North-westerly to Northerly and speed will be (15-30) kmph
in the other sea areas around the island.

Temporarily strong gusty winds (up to 70-80 kmph) and very rough seas can be expected during
thundershowers.
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
